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The plan view of each Instrument Approach Procedure (IAP) should have 2 
calibration points indicated by small red crosses located over the center of a 
navaid, fix or waypoint.  If the red crosses are not co-located over a navaid, fix or 
waypoint then the calibration will not be correct and the aircraft location should 
not be used or referenced to for flying the chart.  Please report any such charts to 
support@approach-systems.com.

The aircraft location on the “Plan View” is indicated by a red circle.  The line 
protruding from the red circle indicates the direction of travel. 
 

 



 
 

 

 
The aircraft location on the “Airport Sketch” is indicated by a green circle.  
Calibration points should marked by small green crosses located at the ends of 
the longest active runway.  Direction of travel is also indicated by a pointer on the 
circle. 
 

 
 
 
The aircraft location on the “Profile Plan” is indicated by a blue circle.  Calibration 
points are marked by small blue crosses.  There may be 2 or more calibration 
points co-located with navaids, fixes or waypoints.  The last calibration point 
should be on the end of the runway.
